FEES

Standard rate-$90.

Late booking rate-$100 (applies to bookings made later
than 7am the day prior).

Families eligible for the Child Care Subsidy (CCS) who have
successfully applied and confirmed their enrolment will pay
reduced fees, based on their approved subsidy rate.

Fees are charged weekly in arrears via the payment method
provided during enrolment.

A fee of $19.95 is charge by DebitSuccess for dishonoured
payments.

A one-off administration fee of $50 is charged for new
enrolments.

Statements are not sent to account holders. Statements are
available via the Xplor Home app. It is the account holder’s
responsibility to review statements and update payment
methods as required.

FOOD

Breakfast is not provided during Camp.
Please pack morning tea and lunch (where
indicated on the program, the centre will
provide lunch)

Please pack a refillable water bottle. On
excursion days if a child has no water
bottle, one will be supplied and a fee of $4
will be applied to your account.
